Nadar, the infinitive, 
states a prayer for those who are going to drown tears in the water; although it is also 
the incredible pleasure of the only caress that you can feel simultaneously throughout 
your body. In short, swimming, as I think I see in Vari’s eyes, is the best way for the most 
practical ones to find how to finish writing in the water those messages that, as babies, 
they started crawling on the living room carpet.
